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| PIU COMUNI CONNETTIVI DI TEMPO SONO:

* (JUST) AS (=(proprio) quando)
e THE MOMENT THAT (=nel momento in cui)

* AS SOON AS (=non appena)
As/The moment that/As soon as | opened the door, | saw a man lying on the

floor.

- Per esprimere «nel momento in cui» si puo usare ON + forma in —=ING.

On opening the door, | saw a man lying on the floor.




| PIU COMUNI CONNETTIVI DI TEMPO SONO:

 UNTIL/TILL (=finché non)

| waited until/ till it stopped raining.

* AS LONG AS (=finché/per tutto il tempo che)
You can stay as long as you wish.




| PIU COMUNI CONNETTIVI DI TEMPO SONO:

e BY THE TIME (THAT...) (=entro il tempo in cui)

By the time | reached the station the train had already left.
* SINCE (=da quando)

I’'ve been living here since | came to London.

* ONCE (=una volta che)

You’ll like London, once you get used to the weather.




ATTENZIONE!

e SE IL SOGGETTO DELLE FRASI COLLEGATE E LO STESSO, «AFTER»
«BEFORE» «WHEN» E « WHILE» POSSONQO ESSERE SEGUITI DALLA FORMA
FINITA DEL VERBO, OPPURE DIRETTAMENTE DALLA FORMA IN —ING DEL
VERBO.

Per esempio:
- Don’t use your phone when (you are) driving.
- | cut myself while (I was) cutting onions.



CONNETTIVI DI TEMPO PER ESPRIMERE SUCCESSIONE

* AT FIRST (=in un primo tempo, da principio)

At first | saw a woman standing by the door.

« THEN/AFTERWARDS/AFTER THAT (=poi, in seguito)
Then/afterwards/after that, | noticed she had a gun in her hand.
* AFTER A WHILE/ SOME TIME LATER (=dopo un po’)

After a while/ some time later she smiled.

* FINALLY/ EVENTUALLY/IN THE END (=infine, alla fine)
Finally/Eventually/In the end | decided to speak to her.




CONNETTIVI DI TEMPO PER ESPRIMERE SUCCESSIONE

* FINALLY (ma non eventually) puo esprimere un certo senso di sollievo e in
questo caso e sinonimo di AT LAST (=finalmente).

They had been walking for hours when finally/at last they reached an oasis.
* Ma puo significare anche «PER CONCLUDERE» E «IN CONCLUSIONE».
...and finally, I'd like to talk about... (=e infine desidererei parlare di...)




CONNETTIVI DI TEMPO PER ESPRIMERE SUCCESSIONE

* NON CONFONDERE «IN THE END» CON «AT THE END ».

«AT THE END» e preposizione: at the end of the road, at the end of the
month...

 EVENTUALLY significa «infine, alla fine» e non «eventualmente» in questo
contesto!



CONNETTIVI DI TEMPO PER ESPRIMERE CONTEMPORANEITA

* MEANWHILE/ IN THE MEANTIME (=nel frattempo)

He was talking to her. Meanwhile/In the meantime he kept on moving
nervously.
